Open Space

The bosque of the Study Area functions
as the spine of the park and open space
system for the City of Albuquerque and
Bernalillo County. Aside from the National
Forest lands in the Sandias, the bosque
is largest open space in the area. Other
parks in the valley are shown as well as
a density gradient for parks throughout
the area. Darker green zones are areas
that have relatively high densities of
parks without the bosque. Lighter areas
of low numbers of parks in the area. In
these areas, such as the area between the
Barelas Bridge and Rio Bravo or in parts
of the North Valley, the bosque could be
seen as a critical open space amenity and
facility for the neighborhood.
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
