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Population Density
Orange to red areas have very high 
population densities, while dark blue areas 
have low population densities. Population 
densities adjacent to the Study Area 
mean larger numbers of potential users. 
Increased user populations mean greater 
demand for access and potential impact on 
existing facilities (if any exist) and natural 
areas. In areas such as the South Valley 
between Bridge and Rio Bravo, where 
there are higher population densities, 
more access points and recreational 
facilities may need to be provided, and 
sensitive areas and restoration projects 
will require greater protection. The data is 
based on Census Tract level data from the 
2000 Census.
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
